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RESULTAT OBS-2

Den svenska OBS-tvaan blev en stor framgang for ett islandskt par!!! Som kanske ar bekant bor det
islandska stommeparet (fastan de bara ar runt 30 ar gamla ar de redan stommen i det islandska laget)
Magnus Magnusson och Thrustur Ingimarsson bada tva i Stockholm och de har med framgang borjat
delta i svenska tavlingar. Denna tavling blev dock deras verkliga toppnotering sa héar langt. Basta
svenska par blev PG Eliasson och Svante Ryman. Dessa tva ar dock ej med i landslagstruppen utan
kapten far ga till 3:- och 5:e plats for att finna de tva forsta heta kandidaterna till det svenska EM-laget pa
Tenerifa i juni 2001.

EM ar att komma
pa medaljplats och att kvala in till VM. | det laget galler det att slutfora tavlingen sa pass bra som det
bara gar for att dels i storsta allménhet ge ett gott intryck infor omvarlden — sarskilt i SBF:s
medlemmars 6gon vilka ju ar de som betalar resan, men dessutom for att 6ka den respekt vi vill inge
motstandarna samt slutligen inte minst forbattra Sveriges seedning i kommande
Europamasterskap/OS. | OS har vi sedan lange haft seedning och i EM lar det komma. Redan i ar
planeras for att dela in lagen i tva grupper. Givetvis kommer da EBL-styret att forsoka fa de tva
grupperna jamnstarka.

Ni spelare som alltsa vet med er att ni mot slutet borjade slarva och/eller spacka. Ta och tank igenom
vad ni gjorde. Tror ni det &r bra eller daligt for er att ni forsoker lagga er till med den vanan att ni alltid
forsoker gora sa gott som majligt ifran er? Hur mycket tror ni kaptenen blir paverkad i sin bedémning av
er nar han marker vad ni gor? Dels i sin bedémning av er skicklighet, dels av er psykiska styrka, dels av
er personlighet i allmanhet.

Vart danska herrpar lyckades inte sa val men de danska damerna gjorde en i mina 6gon acceptabel
insats aven om de nog sjélva inte var nojda. Bettina Kalkerup och Charlotte Palmund vann redan 1988
dam-OS och har sedan dess varit ett av Danmarks basta dampar vilket inte sager sa lite da den
danska dambridgen alltid varit mycket god sa lange de flesta paren haller ihop. Tyvérr har de danska
elitdamparen normalt sett skingrats som agnar for vetet efter stora framgangar men Bettina och
Charlotte verkar kunna halla ihop. De satsar enligt ryktet pa att komma med i arets 6ppna danska lag
och i alla fall i denna tavling skétte de ju sig battre an en av deras huvudkonkurrenter om en plats i det
laget.

Nu far alla bullens lasare chansen att testa sig med sin egen partner och jamfora sig med
landslagsspelarna. Har galler det inte att bjuda bra utan att bjuda lika som sin partner, eller rattare sagt:
att gissa vad denne bjuder pa problemen.

Liksom forra aret tog Marten och Anders hem tavlingen. D4 jag vet att de satsar mycket pa att bli
samspelta tror jag detta var en mycket rattvis seger och nagot for er andra att dra lardom av. Det
faktum att man lyckas gissa vad partnern bjuder ar inte bara en kul grej. Nar man sitter dar vid bordet
och funderar pa vad partnern kan ha ar ju de bud han avgett den viktigaste informationskallan och om
man da inte vet hur han bjuder med olika kort sa ligger man risigt till.

The key is to keep sticking to your plan of attack and have patience to realize that transforming your life
is a marathon, not a sprint.

There is no age limit on transforming your life. No rule that says that after a certain age you are simply
the way you are and that’s it. Change not only is possible at any time but it is essential.

Self-esteem has to be earned to have significant value. Everyone wants to belive that he or she has
value. Make sure your partner realise this.

Set demanding goals

Goals are simply the means you use to reach your dreams. You should start out with short-term goals
that are easily attainable to get into habit of improvement, then you make goals more demanding as you
begin to have success.

Be able to admit your weakness and establish short-term goals to overcome them. Don’t make your
goals unrealistic, keep raising the bar to make sure you always can do more than you think you can do.
Don’t be content with just small successes. The key is to keep creating demanding goals for yourself,
goals that will allow you to reach your full potential.

Hard work is not always fun, but it’s the price you have to pay to be more successful.

So you constantly must keep your eye on your dream and must constantly be telling yourself that your
hard work and effort is one day going to worth it, that there’s going to be a big payoff at the end.

Always be positive

You can condition yourself to be more positive. Being positive isn’'t an unattainable state. It is an attitude,
and attitudes can be worked on. You control both your attitude and your mood.

You must block out the negativity that's around you. You do this by realizing that the negative people
around you are an incredible drain on your desire to be more successful. Surround yourself with
positive people and the benefits will rub off on you.
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The more trying the times the more positive you must be. You must adapt to change, and condition
yourself to see it as an opportunity to improve yourself, not as a window to failure.

Learning to live in the present tense — one that's free from failures of the past and the anxieties of the
future — is a wonderful gift, and one you always should be striving for.

Establish good habits

You can learn different
approaches to overcoming challenges and select which ones work for you and which ones don’t Which
ones fit your personality and which ones don’t. Learning what not to do is often as important as learning
what to do.

Thrive on pressure

Everyone has certain pressure points. The trick is to focus on your’s and develop strategies to deal with
them.

You must prepare yourself for pressure. This takes a lot of guesswork out of accomplishing your goals.
The more you prepare the better qualified you are to handle pressurized situations. Pressure often
brings out extraordinary results.

If you know how to embrace pressure and make it work for you, it can be a fertile climate in which
accomplishment can grow.

When no one else is putting pressure on you, put it on yourself. Don’t wait for pressure and the right
circumstances to bring out the best in you. If nothing and no one are demanding a superior
performance from you, demand it yourself.

Continue to have faith in your vision. Often it's not the goal that is wrong or misguided, it was the means
of that goal. You must be able to separate your vision from the path to that vision.

Survive succes

There is no end to your dreams. It's not enough to become successful, the trick is to become more
successful every year.

The day after you achived something great, be prepared for the question:

"What have you done for me lately?”

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INTERVJU MED ZIA

Jag hittade en intervju med Zia pa sajten for IOC Grand Prix.
MEET ZIA MAHMOOQOD: with Marc Smith

Zia Mahmood is one of the real personalities in the game today. Not since the days of the great
showman Ely Culbertson has the game had such a flamboyant star. To find Zia at a big tournament,
simply look for the table surrounded by a huge crowd of spectators (most of them female). The only
other player who can draw a crowd as Zia can is Omar Sharif. Zia is one of the few true celebrities in
the Bridge World and he has earned that status at the table. Of course, it helps to be blessed with
charm, a dazzling personality, and movie star looks too!

Perhaps due to his rubber bridge background or because of his love for excitement (both at the table
and away from it), Zia is not renowned for his scientific bidding. Few would question his judgement
though, and his use and understanding of the psychological aspects of the game are unsurpassed. He
is renowned around the world for making spectacular plays. Regular partners and opponents know very
well though, that most of the time, the best way to describe his card play is 'deadly accurate’.

Zia burst onto the scene as the leader of an unheralded Pakistan team at the 1981 Bermuda Bowl.
Unexpectedly, they reached the final, and although they were well beaten by a strong American team
they, and particularly Zia, had "arrived’.

Some 25 years ago, Zia’s brother Ali told him: ’If you feel you ought to spend your life playing games, at
least become the best.’ Zia may or may not have managed that goal but he has certainly come close in
a game where the relative merits of individual players is a purely subjective thing.

Marc: So, how did it all start?

ZIA: | was born into a wealthy family and when | was about five years old we moved to England,
although I still have plenty of relatives in Pakistan. The intention was for me to go to school, and then on
to college. | went to famous Rugby Public School (that’s a private school, for Americans) in central
England. It was a very strict environment and the thing | remember most was how many rules there
were. The most significant lesson | learned, though, was that | didn’t like rules. These days, | try to
ignore rules most of the time, both in bridge and in life. (Of course, | mean the rules of convention rather
than the actual Laws - the ethics of the game are very important to me).

| eventually qualified as a chartered accountant, but | was not cut out to spend my life poring over
ledgers. One story illustrates: | was working for a stuffy London accounting firm and, just before | left
one evening, one of the conservative partners told me | should have my hair cut. The next morning, |
arrived late for work, having been to the barber. 'Why did you have your hair cut in office time?’ he
asked, when he found out why | was late. 'It grows in office time,’ | pointed out. 'It doesn't all grow in
office time,” he observed, at which point | commented that | hadn’t had it all cut off... It was hardly
surprising that | was fired from this firm soon after this exchange.

At the age of about 19 | discovered the thrill of gambling. For a while, | worked as a croupier at a London
casino. | had no responsibilities and | was enjoying life. When | was 21, my mother died and it was time
to go back to reality. | returned home to Pakistan to help my brother run the family publishing business.

| was about 25 when | discovered bridge and it came about because of a beautiful but married woman.
There were only a limited number of places we could meet and one of them happened to be at a bridge
club. She asked, "You do know how to play, don't you?’ Of course, | said 'Yes’, even though | knew
nothing about the game.

| rushed out to find a book about bridge, located a copy of Sheinwold’s Five Weeks to Winning Bridge,
and began studying. It seemed easy enough, but the first time | played | was soon exposed as
completely hopeless. However, | was intrigued. The spark quickly became a fire and | soon lost interest
in the lady as | became consumed with the game. | couldn’t learn quickly enough. | was totally addicted -
| just couldn’t help myself. There are people who lose all sense of time while occupying themselves
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with something that interests them. | am like that. Since discovering bridge, time has painlessly passed
me by. When | enjoy doing something, | do it uncompromisingly. When | dislike something | behave like
a spoiled child, becoming egotistical and refusing to participate. Such is my life. | was brought up with
the intention that | would go into business or politics but, instead, | was attracted by the freedom and
egoism of the world of bridge.

Marc: You were instrumental in introducing the game into Pakistan. What happened?

ZIA: Introducing bridge into Pakistan proved to be more difficult that | had imagined it would be. | opened
a small club that was promptly closed down by the government, who considered the game officially
unacceptable. We played in the strangest of places and, although there was no legitimate bridge
organization in the country, we were eventually invited to participate in the Far East Championships. We
were still fairly hopeless, though - our team consisted of whichever players could afford to go. At one of
those early Far East championships, we made a giant step forward - somehow we managed to beat
India, who had always been Pakistan’s bitter political rivals. This victory prompted the government at
home to decide that perhaps bridge was not such a bad pastime, and we were allowed to form an
official bridge club. Not that it was anything like the big clubs in Europe or America - we played in the
changing rooms at a sports stadium. The political view of the Pakistani government towards bridge
changed dramatically when we somehow managed to win the 1981 Far East Championships, thus
qualifying for the Bermuda Bowl in Port Chester, New York. Not that we traveled to America with any
great expectations - indeed, we fully expected to have a good time, finish last, and go home. |
remember that when we arrived, one of the first things we saw was the American team - some were
working out; others were studying computers, working on their systems, preparing themselves in a
professional manner. All our guys wanted to do was to go shopping!

Remarkably, in the Round Robin stage we managed to defeat the American team that included
Meckstroth & Rodwell. My theory is that bridge players operate at different ’heats’. When you are playing
in 'Heat One’, you are so brilliant that you aren’t even playing bridge - you are a poet, you're flying, you're
walking on water, you're painting like Michelangelo - every finesse wins, every decision you make,
whether it is technically right or wrong, works. It doesn’t matter what you do - the points just come
rolling in. When you are in 'Heat Two’ you are playing your normal game, and 'Heat Three’ is the
opposite of 'Heat One’ - everything goes wrong and you wish you had stayed in bed.

During the 1981 Bermuda Bowl, our whole team reached Heat One for an extended period. It was like
we were unbeatable. To everyone’s amazement, including ours, we found ourselves in the final of the
World Championship - something none of us had ever even dreamed was possible. We had started the
event as serious underdogs, but we had been transformed into the sentimental favorites. Indeed, one of
our players, Fazli, was so certain that we would lose in the semifinal that he had booked his flight home.
He was not disappointed at having to buy a new ticket though.

Of course, reality set in and we were murdered in the final, but winning silver medals was enough to
persuade the Pakistani government to recognize bridge as an activity that the people should be allowed
and encouraged to pursue.

Marc: You played a lot of your early bridge in America. How did you enjoy that?

ZIA: After Port Chester, | went to New York City to check out the bridge clubs there. You either love New
York or you hate it - | loved it. It was my kind of town, and a couple of years later | took an apartment in
Trump Tower and began playing regular Rubber Bridge in the New York clubs. | also discovered the
huge U.S. National tournaments, and | was soon hooked on bridge in America. | began spending most
of my time in New York. In 1986, | was back in the U.S. with the Pakistani team. This time, we were in
Florida for The World Knock Out Teams - The Rosenblum Cup. We had higher expectations this time
but we were knocked out in the very first round of the event - well almost, as there was still one slight
chance. Losing teams all went into an interminable Swiss Teams, and after four days of slugging it out
with heavyweights from around the world, we emerged in the lead to rejoin the main event at the
semifinal stage. | will never know quite how this happened, but we all played at a level even higher than
Heat One - I've never experienced anything quite like it. We just couldn’t lose. Our opponents in our
semi-final were our old friends, the American team spearheaded by Meckstroth-Rodwell. It was a
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tremendously exciting affair and we won by 5 IMPs having gained 7 IMPs on the very last deal. The final
was something of an anti-climax. Having expended so much mental effort to get there, we were well
beaten, but once again we had collected silver medals in a World championship and we could all be
proud of our achievement. My first victory in a North American championship was memorable for a
number of reasons, but particularly because of the composition of our team. | played with Jaggy
Shivdasani, an Indian - whoever heard of an Indian and a Pakistani playing together?! Our teammates
were Billy Cohen, a Jewish Canadian, and Ron Smith, a black American. For me, our team summed up
what bridge is all about.

Another victory | will always remember was in the 1996 Vanderbilt. This was the fifth time | had reached
the final but my first win in the event. | was particularly pleased with it because | won playing with
Seymon Deutsch (and Martel-Stansby). The team always try so hard for Seymon because he’s a really
nice guy.

The ACBL Player of the Year award goes to the player (or pair) who achieve the most at the three North
American nationals in any calendar year. | love to play in the really big tournaments and | still get a kick
from winning them. Remember that it’s all still relatively new to me - | didn’t start playing regularly in big
tournaments until 1 was 40. Most top players have been winning major tournaments for years by the
time they reach that age. Bob Hamman narrowly beat me for Player of the Year in 1990 but, in 1991, |
enjoyed my first really big year on the American tournament scene, winning the Spingold, the Life
Masters Pairs and the Board-A-Match Teams, and reaching the final of the Vanderbilt. Five years later, |
won the Reisinger and the BAM, and again | managed to come out on top in the Player of the Year race.

Marc: Both yourself and Michael (Rosenberg) are well known for your ehtical standards. How did all that
come about?

ZIA: | received my first lesson in the ethics of the game many years ago, playing rubber bridge in
London with Robert Sheehan. My RHO opened Three Hearts and | doubled for takeout. LHO passed
and, after a noticeable pause, Robert bid Three Spades. When the hand was over, | discovered that
Robert had a 4333 Yarborough. | asked him why he paused with such a bad hand when surely the
Three Spade bid was clear, and he commented that an ethical player would take the same amount of
time with a worthless hand as he would with a moderate one.

This was all new to me, but over the years | have come to realize that one of the most important things
you get out of the game is pride in your performance. Win or lose, | derive enormous satisfaction from
solving the many challenges presented by the game itself. That's not possible if you don't play the game
the right way.

My bridge heroes are players such as Michael and Bob Hamman, who are renowned as much for their
high ethical standards as they are for their outstanding play. When | play with Michael, we believe in the
spirit of the laws. We do what is fair, even to the extent that if an opponent accidentally drops a card on
the table, we refuse to take advantage of it. That's not how we want to win. Winning is important, of
course, but so is sportsmanship and civility.

Marc: You have described your relationship with bridge as ’ an affair’. Can you explain that?

ZIA: Some people get really upset if they do something dumb at the bridge table but it's important to
realize that everyone does these things. | can be the best player in the world at times, but | can also be
the worst. I'm capable of doing really terrible things. | have learned that there is no such thing as
perfection at the bridge table and it is a waste of time to look for it there. Look instead for romance.
Bridge is such a beautiful game and I love it. | am having a fantastic affair with bridge and | want it to last
forever.

You will never see me at a tournament wearing a t-shirt and jeans. | always dress up to play - |
remember when | was first in New York | was mistaken for a waiter. | believe that you should look smart
at the table, out of respect for what you are doing. As bridge moves towards being regarded as a sport
rather than a game, the image presented by the players becomes even more important. The way
players present themselves will form a significant part of the public’s perception of bridge.

The qualities that make a top bridge player are undefinable. In many sports it's things like speed, score,
distance, etc., that count, but in bridge it's all rather elusive. It's impossible to separate the various
qualities a player possesses. Success revolves around some combination that's immeasurable and
incomparable. One thing’s for sure, though: every bridge player has a much higher opinion of himself
than his or her ability warrants. It may be that one player is much better than the other, but you can
never really prove it and that is truly a miracle, for it allows you to dream, and nobody can spoil that
dream.

Marc: You have a reputation for making spectacular plays. Is that flamboyance just part of your normal
personality?

ZIA: Yes, but most of the time | play right down the middle. There is no point trying to be brilliant on every
hand - it's just not possible. | would hope that most of my partners would say | was easy to play with. |
believe that's very important. Hugh Ross, with whom | won two consecutive Life Masters Pairs, always
laughs at the simplicity of our system. He says, fairly accurately, that we have spent a total of about four
hours discussing system. In ten years, that seems plenty. | describe our system with a Pakistani
phrase, "Y'Ali’, which when roughly translated means, 'God is in charge.’

Bridge is 'realistic’ or 'scientific’, depending on one’s approach and character. Speaking for myself, I'm a
romantic. Technique is of secondary importance to me. I'm a fantasist - | would rather try to do the
impossible, rather than 'the best’ or 'the correct’ thing. | try to view the cards in a different way than that
in which they appear before me: in black and white. | try to fathom the thoughts of my opponents - not
just how they think but also how they might think in certain circumstances, both rational and irrational. |
use my imagination to understand what appeals to them, or what doesn't. | may decide to double an
opponent in some contract simply because | think he cannot take it mentally, and that the pressure
caused by the double seduces him into making wrong decisions.

Marc: | hear you're playing a fair amount of golf these days. How did that start?

ZIA: |1 took up golf about five years ago, on a bet with Benito Garozzo, and | have found that | love the
game. I've even managed to get my handicap down to around seven. My greatest rival on the course is
still Benito, and the two of us spend most of our time playing together whenever | am in Florida. A
couple of years ago, on my annual visit home to see family and friends, | played in and won the
Chittagong Golf Tournament in Bangladesh, and another tournament in Karachi. Nothing could ever
replace bridge though - there is no other game that could preoccupy me as it has. | have noticed,
though, that in general, golf players are much friendlier than bridge players. If you make a bad shot at
golf, the people you are playing with are generally disappointed for you or offer help. If you make a
tremendous shot, they are almost as delighted as you are. In bridge, your opponents are always
happiest when you play badly.

Marc:How do you see the future of bridge?

ZIA: | am worried about it. We need to do more to promote the game. We have to find a way to make it
attractive to television and | believe that big money tournaments are important to achieving that goal. |
also think America needs more of the European-style tournaments. In Europe, people can combine a
holiday with going to a tournament, but at the American events there is no time to do anything except
play bridge.

| am also worried about the lack of courtesy at the higher levels of the game. It would be nice if there
was a trophy (or even a money prize) for the most courteous team. When a match is over, you should
look at your opponents with respect. If players end up disliking their opponents, the game loses much of
its attraction. | recall a devastating loss in the final of the 1996 U.S. Team Trials. It was probably the
biggest disappointment | have ever known, but | had no problem putting that feeling aside to sincerely
congratulate our opponents and compliment them on their play. If you are beaten fairly and squarely,
then the team that won deserves your respect. On a personal level, | still want to win a World
championship, although there would be other benefits to doing so beside my personal satisfaction. |
believe that doing so would provide an inspiration for players from countries such as Pakistan, where
players have to struggle for any kind of support.
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After 25 years of playing bridge, though, | am forced to conclude that | will never get a complete grasp of
the game. No matter how often | play, I'll never learn the game. It keeps me occupied. One day | defeat
a master, the next day | commit a beginner’s blunder. One day | can make the cards 'fly’, sing, dance,
and the next day they feel as heavy as dumbbells. There’s such a very fine line between mastery and
stupidity that it's liable to trip you up if you're not careful. The game humbles me constantly. That will
always keep me coming back for more...

ZT update

The Zero Tolerance program, started in Ontario clubs more than four years ago, is going strong and
receiving credit for an exodus of players from intermediate games into open games. Barbara Seagram,
owner/manager of Kate Buckman's Bridge Studio in Toronto, says ZT "has made such a huge
difference. We have always provided our less-experienced players with a separate room in which to
play, along with their own director. "This has made for an expensive but flourishing
newcomer/intermediate program. The downside was that the players got so comfortable there that they
were petrified at the idea of moving into the open game in the big room." ZT has changed that,
according to Seagram. "Over the past two years, the atmosphere has improved so dramatically among
the open players that there has been a huge exodus from the intermediate games into the open games.
We have had to hand out very few scoring penalties for Zero Tolerance, but the fact that the policy is in
place seems to keep the players in line. The perception that we are monitoring behavior at all times
makes everyone happier. The players now never hesitate to report unpleasantness whereas before
they considered it part of the game that they had to tolerate." Seagram added, "We have had to ask
several players to take a vacation from our club. They must be subjected to an interview with us before
they are permitted to return. The bad ones don't."
